A Battle Against Burnout in the  
Professional Cleaning Industry

Cleaning professionals across  
industries continue to struggle with 
high expectations for keeping their 
facilities clean and safe while also 
facing continuous staffing shortages, 
retention issues and inflation pres-
sure on already-constrained budgets.

C. auris protocols

C. auris is concerning because it is 
often multidrug-resistant; it is difficult 
to identify with standard laboratory 
methods; it has caused outbreaks in 
healthcare settings; and  it is a yeast 
capable of producing biofilm, which 
protects pathogens from many dis-
infectant. Added Clarke, “If you are 

not disinfecting patient care environ-
ments for biofilm, then you are not 
disinfecting.”

C. auris has been found in multiple 
locations in patient rooms, including 
high-touch surfaces, such as bed-
side tables and bedrails, and sur-
faces farther away from the patient, 
such as windowsills. C. auris also has 
been identified on mobile or reusable 
equipment that is shared between pa-
tients, such as glucometers, tempera-
ture probes, blood pressure cuffs, ul-
trasound machines, nursing carts, and 
crash carts.

‍Because C. auris can persist on sur-
faces in healthcare environments, the 
CDC recommends using a disinfectant 
from the EPA List P, which includes all 
EPA–registered hospital-grade disin-
fectants effective against the fungus. 
EVS staff should perform thorough 
routine and terminal cleaning and 
disinfection of patients’ rooms and 
other areas where patients receive 
care using an appropriate disinfec-
tant. Healthcare personnel should 
clean and disinfect shared or reusable 
equipment after each use. In all cases, 
users should follow the manufactur-
er’s directions for use of surface disin-
fectants, and applying the product for 
the correct contact time.

Klorese is registered on EPA Lists B, 
C, D, E, F, G, H, K, L, M, N, O, P, and 
Q. It is the only EPA-registered dis-

The following is 
an interview with Lee Chen, 
COO of ProNatural Brands, 
LLC., which is now market-
ing citric acid cleaners, sanitizers, and 
disinfectants to the industry.

Lee, why don't we start by telling us 

a bit more about citric acid cleaning 

solutions?

As a cleaning agent, citric acid 
dates back to the eighth century. Not 
only was it used for cleaning, but it 
was also used for sanitizing and disin-
fecting surfaces. In the 1700s, manu-
facturers started using it to clean in-
dustrial equipment and the products 
they made. 

What's happening now is that re-
searchers are finding more ways to 
use citric acid, especially when it 
comes to replacing potentially harm-
ful ingredients in cleanings solutions 
with those that are environmentally 
friendly.

This may sound obvious, but what 

are the key ingredients in citric acid?

No mystery here. Mostly, it's made 
from naturally derived products such 
as lemons, limes, pineapples, and 
other citrus fruits. These are very sus-
tainable and renewable ingredients. 
Because citric acid cleaners are so 
sustainable, we believe it is one rea-
son they will receive more interest 
from the professional cleaning indus-
try in the future. The jansan industry, 
from our perspective, is now going a 
step beyond Green, becoming much 
more sustainability-focused.

You mentioned earlier that citric acid 

can be used for sanitizing and disin-

fecting. Does this mean it's a natural 

sanitizer and disinfectant?

Good question. We need to add a 
few safe but effective ingredients to 
the formulation to convert Citric Acid 
into a disinfectant/sanitizer. It takes 
a bit of engineering. Then it must go 
through rigorous in-house testing be-
fore it can be presented to the EPA to 
be registered. It's a process. It takes 
time. This is how we got our LEXX 
Liquid Disinfectant registered, which 
has become our best-selling product.

So, it's EPA registered, we know cit-

ric acid cleaners and disinfectants are 

effective. But you also say they are 

safe. How can we substantiate that?

That's very easy but let me be the 
first to say that traditional disinfec-
tants have served us well.  They have 
helped keep people healthy for gen-
erations. But traditional disinfectants 
contain ingredients such as quats, 
phenols, and bleach that can adverse-
ly affect the users of these products, 
building users, aquatic life, and the 

environment. Citric disin-
fectants do not contain any 
of these potentially harmful 
ingredients.

I'd also like to point out 
that just recently, the San 
Francisco Department of 
the Environment published 
a comprehensive study 
comparing all types of dis-

infectants and their properties as it 
relates to safety and efficacy. We are 
proud to say that they concluded that 
citric acid-based disinfectants are one 
of the safest. The report suggested 
that they be used in all city-owned 
and -operated facilities, even out-
doors, in parks and recreation centers.

Where are citric acid-based disin-

fectants or sanitizers most often used 

today?

What may come as a big surprise, 
they are most often used in Fast food 
restaurants that market soft-serve ice 
cream. They have really welcomed 
citric acid cleaners, disinfectants, and 
sanitizers. These soft-serve ice cream 
machines must be taken apart manu-
ally, every day, rinsed, cleaned, and 
sanitized. In the past, this has all been 
done by hand. It is time-consuming 
and difficult. 

But it has to be done. Harmful germs 
and bacteria can build up in these ma-
chines, causing foodborne illnesses. 
We developed a soft serve ice cream 
cleaning system using citric-based 
cleaners and sanitizer, which is now 
used in over 1300 quick-serve restau-
rant locations around the country. It 
does this work in half the time.

But citric acid-based cleaning, sani-
tizing, and disinfecting products are 
also used in health care, daycares, fit-
ness centers, and schools. Managers 
and cleaning professionals are finding 
them safe and, just as importantly, ef-
fective. 

So, we've learned quite a bit about 

citric acid disinfectants, sanitizers, and 

cleaning solutions. But do you think 

there is a bigger reason facility manag-

ers and cleaning professionals should 

consider using citric acid-based disin-

fectants and cleaners?

Yes, because of what we've learned 
over the past couple of years about 
hygiene theatre – the overuse of disin-
fectants. During the pandemic, every-
thing was cleaned and disinfected to 
help control the spread of COVID 19. 
It's understandable; we were in crisis 
mode. But since then, we've learned 
that we may have caused more un-
intentional harm in the process. Dis-
infectants can have adverse effects; 
as I mentioned earlier, using them in 
massive amounts, as we did during 
the pandemic, amplified these detri-
mental impacts.

I believe that as the professional 
cleaning industry learns more about 
citric-acid cleaning solutions, they will 
find them safe, effective and help the

entire industry become much more 
sustainability-focused. That's the fu-
ture, and these cleaning solutions will 
help us get there.
